A penalty of 10% of the unpaid balance will be added to delinquent
accounts. The applicant agrees to pay reasonable expenses of collection including attorney’s fees and court costs
should it become necessary to use such measures to collect the charges made to the applicant’s account.
Disconnect: The City shall terminate service on delinquent accounts not paid after notice. In order to restore
service the customer must bring current all delinquent charges. In addition, the City will charge a reconnection fee.
Security Deposit: The applicant is required to pay a deposit if they are not the owners of the property served. The
applicant agrees that the deposit is not considered as the prepayment of any bill. Unpaid accounts will be
considered delinquent notwithstanding the existence of a security deposit. The City may apply the amount of the
security deposit to the final bill of the customer and any balance remaining will be refunded to the customer.
Reasonable Access: The applicant shall permit the City’s authorized representatives to enter on the customer’s
premises at all reasonable times for purposes connected with rendering, billing, or disconnecting utility services.
Termination of Service: The applicant agrees to be responsible for the payment of utility charges incurred at these
premises until their responsibility is terminated in one of the following ways:

1. By mutual agreement evidenced in writing and signed by the City and the applicant.

2. By atwo day written notice to have service disconnected and the City physically terminating the service.

3. By atwo day verbal notice requesting to have service disconnected.
The applicant warrants that all the information provided by them in this application is true and correct and
understands that false or misleading information shall be cause for the City to deny or cancel service and demand
immediate payment of any amounts which are due.
